It supports primary teaching assistants who are supporting maths
to develop specialist knowledge for teaching maths, to build on the
primary maths national curriculum, and to develop distinct peda-
gogical decision-making which will impact on their practice when
supporting maths. It takes place over the equivalent of four days.

This may be particularly relevant for
new TAs or TAs who have not received maths-specific training.
