Professional learning and practice
development continue throughout, with participants introducing
new ideas into their daily practice.

This programme is designed for primary teachers who would like to
develop their specialist knowledge for teaching maths. This may be
particularly relevant for teachers who have moved phases, or who
have not received maths-specific training.
